Status Report on a National Ground Water Monitoring Subcommittee
Presented by: Bob Schreiber, ASCE and Bill Cunningham, USGS, Co-Chairs

ACTION: The Ad Hoc Steering Committee on Ground Water Monitoring will make revisions to the
current Terms of Reference (TOR) and will send the TOR out to the ACWI for comment
electronically by the end of October. A revised and more complete TOR will then be sent out to
ACWI for review and comment. There may be an electronic vote prior to the January meeting or
ACWI will vote at the January meeting. If there is interest within your agency or organization to
have someone participate in this effort, get in contact with the chairs.

RESPONSE: The Steering Committee revised the TOR and sent it out to ACWI for formal
comment, along with a cover memo from the SC Co-Chairs, on December 8, 2006. ACWI
members were asked to notify the Exec Sec if they expected to comment by December 15. An
open Conference Call with the SC was held on December 18, with any additional written
comments due to the SC by December 29, 2006. The Steering Committee will present the
revised TOR for ACWI approval, as well as asking for ACWI approval for establishing a new
ACWI Subcommittee on Ground Water (SOGW) at the ACWI 2007 Annual Meeting in January.

ACTION: ACWI concurred on the following statement, which was provided to Gary Carter to take
to NOAA management:

At the ACWI Interim Meeting, October 4, 2006, the STIWG gave a presentation to describe the
diverse and growing use of the GOES DCS and the ongoing accomplishments to improve the
resiliency of the system. The STIWG also had questions about NOAA's long-term strategic vision
for the system and for continuity of operations. Because ACWI agrees that the GOES DCS is
such a critical system for collecting real-time environmental data, the ACWI requests that the
appropriate NOAA senior managers meet with representatives of the STIWG and develop a
collaborative strategy to address the issues raised at this meeting. We would ask that a NOAA
representative provide a summary of ongoing progress and future plans for the GOES DCS at the
next ACWI meeting (January 17-18, 2007 in Herndon, VA).

RESPONSE: Charlie Bryant, Deputy Chief, Ground Systems Division and DCS Project Manager
for NOAA/NESDIS will present NOAA’s response at the ACWI 2007 Annual Meeting in January.

Science and Resource Management Integration (ICOSRMI) agreed that the National Water
Quality Monitoring Network tasking statement was satisfactory (see copy provided). A draft letter
was submitted to the Chair of the Committee on Ocean Policy (COP) to request continued
involvement of ACWI in the next Pilot Phase of the Network. The Interagency Committee
prepared an Announcement for the pilot phase, reviewed by the Council’'s Network Steering
Committee. The Council will ask ACWI to provide input on the Criteria for

Pilot selection at the ACWI 2007 Annual Meeting in January 2007.
