The Council’s Conference Awards Committee is soliciting nominations for the first Barry Alan Long Award.  The award will be presented at the Eighth National Monitoring Conference in Portland, Oregon, April 30- May 4, 2012 and at future NWQMC conferences.  The award recognizes and honors an individual who has demonstrated exceptional perseverance and positive spirit while overcoming public or personal adversity to make significant contributions to enhanced management or protection of aquatic ecosystems.  
Who Was Barry Long?

Barry Long was a member of the National Water Quality Monitoring Council (NWQMC) for 10 years and served as a hydrologist and water quality specialist with the National Park Service, Bureau of Land Management and the U.S. Forest Service.  In June 2000, Barry was diagnosed with acute myeloid leukemia, a disease which he continually and valiantly fought during the next ten years by undergoing two major chemotherapy treatments and bone marrow transplants.  During his long struggle with the disease, all those who worked with and supported Barry were moved by the tremendous perseverance, spirit, and courage with which he faced the disease and associated physical hardships.  Nevertheless, Barry continued his dedication to his career by being a tactful advocate for the protection of water resources and through his work on the NWQMC.  He was a primary organizer of the 2010 National Monitoring Conference in Denver, CO.  Shortly thereafter he succumbed to complications of his disease.  His colleagues and family will remember him as a friend, father and a fighter in his approach to all things in his life and work.

Barry Alan Long Award Criteria

The award will be presented to an individual who has demonstrated exceptional perseverance and positive spirit while overcoming public or personal adversity to make significant contributions to the enhanced recognition, management and protection of nationally, regionally or locally significant aquatic ecosystems through one or more of the following areas related to natural and water resources management:

· Instrumental in developing new and creative approaches to water resources monitoring and management. 

· Provides leadership in fostering a cooperative relationship among governmental and public officials, on contentious water management issues.

· Substantially contributed to the improvement of an aquatic ecosystem as demonstrated by measured water quality, quantity, or habitat indicators.

· Provides leadership in educating stakeholders on water related monitoring and management issues.

· Instrumental in the creation of legislation, statutes, or laws that serve to preserve and protect water, coastal areas, shoreline, wetlands, or groundwater.
