The Maryland Water Monitoring Council held its 16th Annual Conference at the Maritime Institute, North Linthicum, MD on November 18, 2010. 

The theme of the one-day conference was Environmental Justice: Healthy Waters, Healthy Communities. The   conference goal was to bring together individuals from diverse groups to talk about environmental justice, environmental   issues and the application of sound science in water monitoring and decision-making.  A morning plenary session included   talks by Vernice Miller-Travis (Vice Chair of the Maryland State Commission on Environmental Justice and Sustainable Communities); Steward Pickett (Director of the Baltimore Ecosystem Study Long-term Ecological Research Program); and five   concurrent technical sessions with up to three talks each. A poster session with 25 posters took place during the lunch break.  The afternoon consisted of eight concurrent technical sessions on topics including Innovative Monitoring Methods, Citizen Science and Stewardship, Stream Restoration, Climate Change Adaptation, Urbanization and Eco-hydrology:   Stormwater Management and Beyond, Education and Outreach, Stream Health Assessments, and Restoration Success Stories.
