It sponsored its first
conference in Reno, Nevada in 1998. Over 400
attendees participated in workshops and discussions
on a variety of topics related to water monitoring issues.

= submit three (3) paper copies of the abstract and an electronic
copy (on 3.25 diskette) in either Word Perfect (7.0 or earler) or
Microsoft Word; abstracts can also be submitted by email (attach
abstract, in one of the above mentioned formats, to
sam71862@aol.com)

Submissions not adhering to these guidelines risk being rejected.
Authors of abstracts that are accepted for presentation (or poster) will
be notified by October 15, 1999, and will receive guidelines for the
preparation of manuscripts and poster specifications.

Final manuscripts of papers presented should be submitted by April 3,
2000 for inclusion in the proceedings document which will be
provided to participants at the time of the conference.
